After the 

restumping during the term 1 holidays the school found itself in a very fortunate position as it had a sum of 

money saved which had to be spent on school buildings.  Three split systems have been installed replacing 2 

old style gas heaters one in the Library, Principals office and the staffroom.   The staffroom has been 

remodelled with the leaking taps and benches being replaced, new carpet and vinyl to be completed this 

Wednesday.   However the biggest improvements have been the school corridors which have been fully 

carpeted, reducing noise and hopefully increasing the warmth of the building.   A donated data projector has 

been suspended from the theatre ceiling (Thanks Thomas Walker).   The end windows of the toilets have 

been bricked up which will hopefully be the start of a more significant makeover.   The big shed and kitchen 

area have also had 155 metres of concrete poured.
