(BOORT DENTAL CLINIC, AUSPICED UNDER BOORT DISTRICT HEALTH) 
This School Dental Service offers dental care to all Primary School children and eligible 
adolescents in Years 7 and 8 whose families have a Concession Card.   The School Dental 
Service offers care to children every two years.   Children who are assessed as high risk will be 
seen every 12 months.   The service is free for children of families who hold a current Health Care 
or Pensioner Card.   Non-concession cardholders pay a fee of $27.50 per child (maximum $110 
per family), which includes a dental examination and all general treatment.
